Bus, Taxi and Cycle Lane Review

Cycle Consultation
Background
Glasgow City Council are reviewing the operation of the existing bus, taxi, and cycle lanes (abbreviated to ‘bus lanes’ for the purposes of this report). The focus of the review is on the operating times.

Existing Operating Hours
The existing variety of operating times of bus lanes are listed below.

· 24hr, seven days a week.

· Monday to Saturday 07:00 to 9.30 and 16:00 to 18.30.

· Monday to Saturday 08:00 to 9.15 and 16:15 to 18.00.

· The bus gate at Nelson Mandela Place operates from 7am to 7pm.

Standardisation
Consideration is being given to standardising the operating times of all the bus lanes in the city. This would make the operation of the bus lanes easier for everyone to understand. 

Options being considered with regards to the new standard operating times are

· 7am till 7pm

· 24/7

· Peak hours only
